There has been a general announcement and invitation to the pool and spa industry, manufacturers, distributors and
others that have an interest in participating in the project, to submit proposals for consideration. Anyone wishing to
have product(s) and/or service(s) showcased in this high profile venture is invited to submit proposals and/or inquiries
to: FPSIE, Inc. 598 Display Way, Sacramento, CA 95833, telephone (916) 922-8895, via e-mail to: info@fpsie.org.

Proposals that have been accepted to-date:

e  Hayward Pool Products has donated all the major equipment, pumps, filters, heaters, and controllers and most
of that equipment has arrived and has been installed (see pictures on page 4).

e Master Pools by Geremia is donating performance as the General Contractor for the project and has assigned
Robbie Geremia to be the DMSS Project Manager.

e  Burkett's Pool Plastering has donated performance as the cement sub-contractor and has done all the flat
concrete work for equipment pads and a small patio area.
Folsom Ready Mix has donated cement for the flat concrete work.

e  Robb’s Commercial Pool Service has completed, submitted and gotten approved the application to
Sacramento County Environmental Health for approval of the plans for the project.

e  Antelope Pool Service has removed all the existing equipment; labeled the plumbing and such in preparation
for the installation of the new equipment.

e  Wally Beck, Creative Electric, has donated his time and materials to perform electrical contracting needs for
the project.

e  Berco Builders, Inc. has donated all the materials to construct the fencing needs of the project as well as a

gazebo style rack to mount the solar system on.

Industrial Test Systems has become a Gold sponsor and will donate water testing equipment for the project.

Arch Chemicals has become a Silver sponsor and has donated a Pulsar 1 system for the outdoor pool.

Delta UV has become a Silver sponsor and has donated an ultra violet system for the indoor pool.

Hasa Chemical Co. has become a Silver sponsor and will donate a Sodium Hypochlorite system for the

e Joyce Tuttle, California Environmental Health Department, is using her grant from the Center for Disease
Control (CDC) to study and record bacteria activity in the pools both before and after the makeover.

Proposals currently being considered:

e  Dr. David Knighton, Creative Water Solutions, has proposed the use of Sphagnum Moss for water treatment
for the project.

Davis Energy Group has submitted a proposal for monitoring and documentation which is being considered.
Ed Murray, Aztec Solar, Inc. has proposed the installation of solar panels for the indoor pool.

Proposals expected to be forthcoming:
e A proposal from a manufacturer to provide an Ozone system for the project is anticipated.

Additionally, FPSIE continues to receive inquiries that are expected to lead to further proposals.

Time-line activity: DMSS closed for the Memorial Day weekend to accommodate the makeover. Special thanks to
Geremia Pools and specifically to “Master Plumber” Mike Johnson who brought Michael Orr’s plumbing plans to
fruition (see pictures on page 4). Both pools were ready to resume swim school operations on Thursday, June 2, 2011.
Makeover work that isn’t essential to daily operations will continue as further proposals materialize and are accepted. If
there are questions or comments, please let me hear from you.
