APSP takes a largalein mairdrain production standards

CPSC APPROVES APSP DRAIN COVER STANDARD

(Asreported iRool & Spa Nertsgusissue)

As of Sept. 6, an AP P standard will take ower for the
long-standing A SIM language naming the parameters
a drain coer must meet to comply with the Mrgina
Gaeme Baker Pod and Spa SafetyAct.

Tre first-ewer fedeal pod and spa safety law states
that all comnercial pods must hawe suction outlet
cowers adhering to ASVIE A112.19.8 or a successor
stardard. These draincower requirements hawe taken
on ewen nore significance of late. Cortroversy
regading language and implementation spured a
historic draincower recall in May inoling eight
manuacturers.

Last year, ASVE fi the American Society of
Mechanical Engireers fi said it no longer warted to
speatead the stardard. To fill the gap the
Association of Pod & Spa Professorals and testing
lab IARMO joirtly sought to take ower the standard®
deelopmert and bega work on ANS/ APSP
IARMO16 Stardard for Suction Fttings for Use in
Swimming Pods, Wading Pods, Spas and Hot Tubs,
in the hopes it wodd become the CPSC-approwed
SUCCES SO

Then in spring, amid cortroversy surourding the
inestigation and recall, IARMO withdrew from the
standard.

Last morth, the five CPSC commissorers \oted

uranimouslytoregace ASVEA11219.8 with
ANS/ APSHL6.
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For draincower producers, ths does not amourt to
substartive charges. Al ertities imohed say the
standard is the same as ASME A112.19.8 and two
addeda that were released since 2008

oFom a techrical stardpart, it is absoluely
idertical,6 said Steve Bames, APSB Techrical
Comnittee chairman oFor a prod.ct to be listed to
this standard, manufactuers woud do absoluely
nothing differert.6

Howewer, the ANSV APSPL6 Comnittee is working
on a refiremert of the standard, which may be
released later this year. Many of the changes inohe
more detailed irstructions for product testing to
addess anmbiguties and omissors that mary say
resuted in the drain recall. Qe the revsions are
released, labs will be reqired to follow the rew

language

Manufacturers will become beholden to the revsed
language when they seek next renewal of their third-
party listings, which takes place annwally. For APSP
this means seeing ore of its standards become part
of afedeal lawfor thefirst time.

Howeverthoughthe standardis being reworked
under the auspices of an industrybased
organizationthe objectivityof the drafting process
doesnotchange,said CarvinDiGiovannjPSP's
senior director, technical and standards.APSP
has been approved by the AmericanNational
Standardsinstitute,so it mustadhereto thesame
principles as thirdparty entities suchas ASME,
ULand\SF.

There has been a general announcement and invitation to the pool and spa industry, manufacturers, distributors and
others that have an interest in participating in the project, to submit proposals for consideration.

Proposals that have been accepted to-date:

e  Hayward Pool Products has donated all the major equipment, pumps, filters, heaters, and controllers and most
of that equipment has arrived and has been installed (see pictures on page 3).

e  Master Pools by Geremia is donating performance as the General Contractor for the project and has assigned
Robbie Geremia to be the DMSS Project Manager.

e  Burkett's Pool Plastering has donated performance as the cement sub-contractor and has done all the flat
concrete work for equipment pads and a small patio area.
Folsom Ready Mix has donated cement for the flat concrete work.
Robb’s Commercial Pool Service has completed, submitted and gotten approved the application to
Sacramento County Environmental Health for approval of the plans for the project.

e  Antelope Pool Service has removed all the existing equipment; labeled the plumbing and such in preparation
for the installation of the new equipment.

e  Wally Beck, Creative Electric, has donated his time and materials to perform electrical contracting needs for
the project.

e  Berco Builders, Inc. has donated all the materials to construct the fencing needs of the project as well as a

gazebo style rack to mount the solar system on.

Industrial Test Systems has become a Gold sponsor and has donated water testing equipment for the project.

Arch Chemicals has become a Silver sponsor and has donated a Pulsar 1 system for the outdoor pool.

Delta UV has become a Silver sponsor and has donated an ultra violet system for the indoor pool.

A proposal from a tile manufacturer is being solicited to emblazon tiles with the DMSS project sponsor’s
logos for a “Wall of Fame” at DMSS.

Additionally, FPSIE continues to receive inquiries that are expected to lead to further proposals.

Time line activity: With financial participation from SMUD, FPSIE has purchased a Monitoring and Control System for the project. A
contract has been awarded to Davis Energy Group and they are currently in the process of installing that system. Makeover work that
isn’t essential to daily operations at DMSS will continue as further proposals materialize and are accepted. If there are questions or
comments, please let me hear from you.
